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As part of the Department of Health Sciences, there are a number of scholarships that are available for the Athletic Training students.  The first is the “Department Scholarship Program.”  Students are identified for eligibility for this program by the Financial Aid Office during the spring of each year.  The prerequisite guideline that is used includes a CUM GPA of 3.5.  Once a student is identified as eligible for consideration, each ATS is evaluated by the ATEP Program Director and ATEP Clinical Instruction Coordinator for selection based on the following criteria:
1. Academic Achievement
2. Service to the Program and/or Profession
a. Teaching Assistantships
b. Scholarly presentations at District and SIRC conferences
c. Leadership positions (institutional, district, or national)
3. Future goals related to the profession of Athletic Training
Recipients of these scholarships will be notified by the ATEP Program Director in the spring (once the nominees have been approved by the Financial Aid Office).
