Deadline for submission of full board: the Friday prior to the IRB meeting at which you wish to have your project reviewed.

A complete application package includes all that is applicable below, incomplete applications will be returned:

1. The application signed by the investigator AND the faculty advisor if the applicant is a student
2. Applicable consent forms (no consent forms for exempt)

3. Copies of survey instruments or tests

4. Letter from an outside agency or school principal approving the use of their clients or students as subject.

Data Storage: All data for expedited and full board applications must be stored for three years in the department’s designated locked storage cabinet.
