VIII. Financial Vice President

a. Clubs

i. Amnesty International: I’m the president.  We just elected new officers with 10 or 12 active members.  We are planning a booth for Frost Fest.  We’ve been trying to get people together for letter writing.  We’re hoping to have a film festival in the spring.

ii. Michelle: What will you be showing?

iii. Guest: We aren’t sure yet but it would be an AI film.

iv. College Republicans: We had a party during the Republican Debate last month.  We had a lot of people show up.  We’re trying to make our way around the partisan rules.  We can’t do anything to encourage any student to vote for any candidate.  We’re going to do campus canvas again.

v. Scott: Have you looked into two candidates coming with another club?

vi. James: It is making it very hard to bring anyone with a political background to come.

vii. Obe: You said it’s hard already for candidates to come can you explain?

viii. James: Whitworth is not very much a political hotspot.  It is hard to get people come because it isn’t very cost effective for them.  Last year we had about 200 people on their list. We’ll probably have 100-150 people this year.  One of the things we can do is that any state elected official can give us a legal opinion differing to those handed to us and we would hope that they would be less strict.  Also we can’t use club funds for an event for more than $500 that is attached to a party.

b. General

i. Luis: We had a finance committee meeting on Monday.  The BDC withdrew their requisition.  The recently chartered bicycling club was given $100 for general use.  We have the Whitworth Ultimate Club to talk to us about their requisition.

1. Preston: We have a team that practices and travels to play in tournaments and represent Whitworth on a larger scale.

2. Ryan: We are requesting $500 so the club can continue to operate.  We have about 25 members and we do a lot of fundraising.  This money would go to help with things like tournament fees and travel costs.

3. Daniel Walters: Is it possible to use the funds raised on that and not get uniforms?

4. Preston: We are going to have to have uniforms if we make to regional which we are likely to do.

5. Ryan: Each student has to pay $25 dues to participate in the club.  I know that regionals are a requirement but it is not just that, almost every team we play has them.

12. Katie: I think $1000 is a lot for one club.  I believe that there are other clubs that are just as passionate they are and do not get that amount.

13. Nate: Also, $1100 is a lot for uniforms, they could use that money for other things.

14. Josef: About uniforms, it’s going to be hard to get uniforms for under $50 a person.

15. Luis: We have $5613 in the budget.

16. Seth: I think that we should pay the travel and registration to sectionals.
