a. Scott: Four or five trustees want to come talk to us and discuss the constituency reports. Dale Soden will be here next week.  Students must have SAT scores in order to receive scholarships but not for acceptance. Committee reports next week.  Josef wants to talk about e-mails for Rugby.
i. Josef: We represent the George Whitworth Rugby club.  We had about thirty people show up and we’ve found a coach.  We cannot have a team for insurance reasons. 2. Josef: It ended because someone got injured and they were not the best students. This is ironic because we would probably need to have an alcoholic beverage as our sponsor.  However, since it can happen we would like you support.  We want to be part of Whitworth and not against Whitworth.

3. Richie: How many people do you have?
