i. Read By Dave Gerig
b. General
i. We have the teachers for the Core classes here to discuss changes this year.
1. Dr. Keith Beebe:  I would like to thank Aswc about recommending changes to the core program and these changes are of direct effect of that opinion and the surveys.  We sought to sharpen our worldview focus and we do not want the content to be entirely History driven.  We have changed some assignments for lectures.   These are what we heard from you.  There were four general reccomendations.  Some of them need to be addressed at a higher level.  The first is that the title of the course be changed to encompass a broader spectrum and secondly the matter in which discussion group leaders are trained and we are improving that.  The two areas in which we changed most are that lectures should encompass a larger scale on non-Judeo-Christian outlooks and allow those outlooks to be spoken for by themselves.  We have dropped several books and have added the books of Genesis and Exodus.  We have also added a book called God’s Rivals and this is read at the same time as Deep River.  It has to do with how the people of the OT related to the religions around them and how Jesus and Paul reacted to other religions.  There are four early church thinkers and how they perceived the other religions around them.  This is a brand new publication and it is very cutting-edge.  We have replaced Bruchko with God’s Global Mosaic and it is written by Paul Gordon Chandler.  This was to address the issue of viewing Christianity as a Western Movement.  This puts a different face on the Christian Movement.  When we dropped Calvin we are going to do different assignments other than reading.  We are now down to three argumentative essays, and the students felt that we were not doing well in all of the goals of the class, especially the fourth goal.  This is that we do not allow them to examine their own worldview.  So, in response they have to do a worldview journal response which will not be graded.  We think that this will help students write their personal worldview perspective.  We are doing reading quizzes to hold students accountable instead of holding the essays accountable.  During the reformation the students break into groups and do research and present to their peers.
2. Joy Bacon:  What types of Research Projects?

3. Keith:  This may involve for example sacraments. Furthermore We will have a worldview panel composed of different traditions and have their responses.

4. Michelle Bess:  Will that only be in core 150 could it be schoolwide?

5. Keith:  That would be a great idea.

6. Dr. Forrest Baird:  We have made many changes.  We are emphasizing that we are being descriptive not prescriptive and we will try to understatnd the intelligent civilization.  We will try to emphasize the European bias and we will address Post- Modernism and who is left out.  We will have a lecture on European Encoutners with the rest of the world. We have made permanent the Burke/Wollstonecraft debate to highlight issues of tradition vs change and Feminism.  We have added Simone de Beauvoir in place of existentialist debate.  We will have a diversity time ate the end.  We will look at China and the American experience and we wish to expand that to multiple areas in the future and their encounter with the European world.  We are going to try to look at the immigrant experience and examine that.

7. Daniel Walters:  What is being taken out?
8. Baird:  The stoics got dropped.  The renaissance is consolidated and Plato and Aristotle are compressed.

9. Jim Waller:  In 350 we look to apply your education from 150 and 250 in policies.  We have had lectures focusing on diversity.  We went to redesign this course this summer.  Generally we now have three units in equal length.  Now we are talking about issues of race and class.  The burdens of race, gender, and affluence privileges.  This will be confusing for some students which makes me feel like it’s what we should be doing.  The second unit is on current events such as the war on terror.  The third unit is on global politics such as humanitarian intervention, climate change, and global poverty.  We will have some units focus just on Whitworth and bigger onto the world.  Thank you very much for your criticism, it’s part of what we teach in 350.

ii. The Whitworth Forum

1. Daniel Walters:  We have an amazing opportunity brought to us.  Last spring, I realized a few things.  There wasn’t a place for students to discuss what was on their mind.  Furthermore, I found that many people lived in a bubble of idealogy with their friends.  It was fascinating that there were intelligent conversations on Facebook.  We have decided to create a massive blog that will allow students of all types to write and express their opinions.  Everyone will have a chance to write if they want.  It will allow ASWU to let people know what is happening in these meetings.  It will allow you to discuss stories in the Whitworthian and on campus.  I believe that this institution is supposed to be transparent.  You can present percentages of constituency reports.  It will give students a chance to respond.  This is not designed to be another way to advertise or to be a diary.  It has been up for a while and there has been great discussion.
