You will notice this classroom no longer have remotes for the projectors...the remote is not needed to turn on the projectors!
What you will see is the black control box mounted to the top of the podium. Also please do not turn off the podium or adjust the amp, it is
on a schedule and will auto shut off. Please return the wireless MOUSE to the charging cradle!!!

1. To turn on the system press the ON button located on the black control box mounted to the top of the podium. The ON button will
flash for 15 seconds (the light on the projector will turn from RED to GREEN). If the projector will not turn on, the flashing ON button
located on the control box will stop flashing and the OFF button will light up. If this happens please PRESS the ON button again. To
adjust the VOLUME turn the VOLUME DIAL (right to increase volume, and left to decrease volume). When you are finished using
the system please press the OFF button. If you have no volume or picture look for the FLASHING RED A/V mute buttons on the box.

2. Select what content you want to show on the projector; the choices are:

PODIUM PC BLY RAY (If you use the Blu Ray the player is in the podium and the remote is in the drawer).
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If GUEST INPUT is your selection the cables are locates in the cable cubby. Please open the cubby and select the cable that is needed.
