Upon admission,
you will receive an acceptance letter and I-20
form. The I-20 form will allow you to apply for
an F-1 student visa to study in the United States.
Students are responsible for applying for their visa
in a timely manner.

International exchange students are not
eligible to waive the insurance. Whitworth will automatically
register students for the insurance, and the cost will be billed
to their Whitworth student account.

Academics

Whitworth University offers more than 100 academic majors
and programs. International exchange students may take
courses that align with their degree program at their home
university and/or choose elective courses that interest them.

Please note that some classes are not available to exchange
students and that classes can become filled quickly. It is in
your best interest to apply as an exchange student early
so that you may register for classes in a timely manner.
Students must meet the prerequisite requirements for all
courses they intend to take.

Exchange students are required to enroll in @ minimum of
12 credit hours (undergraduate level) or nine credit hours
(graduate level). Undergraduate students taking over 16
credit hours will be charged a per-credit fee. Graduate
students taking over nine credit hours will be charged

an additional fee as well. Once you are accepted to the
university, we will assist you in reviewing course options and
will register you for your classes. You can view the online
course catalog here: catalog.whitworth.edu/azindex.
